_____ Compressed gas tank cylinders are the only acceptable CO; source for euthanasia of mice.

_____Neonatal mice are naturally resistant to this method of euthanasia.

_____ Prefilling a chamber with CO- is not acceptable.
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_____ Compressed gas tank cylinders have a valve to which a p -iB is attached.

_____Thetm ensures an appropriate displacement rate of air inside the enclosure, displacing 10-30%
of the chamber volume per minute.

_____Euthanasia of more than one mouse at a time must be performed in cohorts of only live animals.
