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2.  Storage containers of test and control articles are labeled so that they clearly 
identify their contents and when applicable should include the name, 
chemical abstract or code number, batch number, and expiration date, if any, 
and, where appropriate, storage conditions necessary to maintain the identity, 
strength, purity, and composition of the article.  Storage containers shall be 
assigned to a particular test article for the duration of the study. 
 

3. Storage, distribution, and sampling of all test and control articles will be in a 
manner designed to preclude the possibility of contamination, deterioration, 
or damage to the article. 

 
4. The receipt and distribution of each batch of test and control articles are
