Il RESPONSIBILITY

1. Itis the responsibility of the Facility Manager in conjunction with the Surgical Core
Manager to ensure that equipment is appropriately cleaned, maintained in good research u621rv]TJ
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9. Anesthetized animals must be monitored continuously until capable of purposeful
movement.

10. When animals are recovered from anesthesia to the extent they are capable of
purposeful movement they may be left unattended provided the incubator
temperature is set to 29-30.5°C (~84-87°F).
