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TITLE:     Standard Safety Practice in Animal Rooms  
SCOPE:   

 
I. PURPOSE 

 
1. To outline procedures to ensure the safety of personnel working in animal rooms. 

 
II. RESPONSIBILITY 

 
1. The Division must provide a safe work environment.  Each employee must 

understand the hazards involved in the workplace and adhere to the developed 
safety policies.   
 

2. The Facility Manager is responsible for ensuring safety practices are 
implemented by all staff. 

 
3. Safety practices are specified by the biosafety level of the animal room or facility.  

This biosafety level will be specified by the research protocol and the USF 
Biosafety Officer.  The Biosafety Levels must conform with the guidelines set 
forth in the CDC-NIH publication Biosafety in Microbiological and Biomedical 
Laboratories December 2009 5

TH edition. 
 

III. PROCEDURES 
1. Biosafety Level 1 

a. Access to the animal facility is limited or restricted at the discretion of the 
attending veterinarian. 

b. Personnel should wash their hands after handling animals, after removing 
gloves, and before leaving the animal facility.
